Support for Magsaysay from provincial
officials is impressive, but Nacionalista Senator José Laurel and
his son, the house speaker, are now backing Recto's renomination.
There are rumors that the Laurels and other congressmen still
hope to heal the Recto-Magsaysay breach.

Comment: Magsaysay is in effect forcing
a showdown with the ""old-guard' Nacionalista leadership. Accord-
ing to a press report, the controversy has now been submitted to
the party executive, many members of which are local officials
seeking Magsaysay's support in the November election. Recto's
position, however, is considerably strengthened by support from
José Laurel, probably the leading party figure next to the presi-
dent. If Magsaysay's present maneuver fails, his influence in the
coming election and on the next legislative session may be consider-
ably reduced.
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
