*Argentina: The latest crisis in the power strug-
gle between Argentine military factions apparently
finally ended on 23 September with a victory for the
Campo de Mayo faction. The basic problems--resto-
ration of stability and democracy--remain unresolved,
however. Furthermore, this victory is no more de-
cisive than those ending the other crises which have
‘occurred in Argentina since the overthrow of Fron-
dizi last March. Thus, there is a strong possibility
that the power struggle will again erupt.

In a short radio and television speech last night,
President Guido stated that elections will be held "in
the shortest time possible' and that all sectors of the
population will be allowed to participate "providing
they adhere to democratic principles!" The President
/ promised that his government would take "an under-

, / standing attitude toward those responsible for the dif-

. ferent episodes which disturbed the country." Refer-
ring to his resignation, the President said that he had
presented it to the armed forces "in an attempt to avert
tragedy for the republic" but that he had later changed
his mind. It is open to question whether Guido will be
able to carry out any of these promises because he has
been a pawn of the warring factions in the crises.
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Justice Sussini was named Acting Minister of De-
fense. According to press reports, Minister of
Foreign Affairs del Carril was ousted Sunday after
he had been reappointed late Saturday. Generals
Lorio, Labayru, and Cornejo Saravia, who composed
the high command of the army at the outbreak of hos-
tilities, have reportedly been placed under arrest.

The promise of early elections enhances retired
General Aramburu's chances for the presidency. He
is generally conceded to be the candidate who has suf-
ficient popular support and at the same time is accept-
able to a majority of the military. Aside from a plea
to the armed forces on 20 September to respect the
laws and avoid bloodshed, General Aramburu was not
involved in the crisis. | 25X1
