Pakistan: The death of Foreign Minister Moham-
mad Ali will further complicate President Ayub's in-
ternal political problems.

Min-
ister of Industries Zulfigar Ali Bhutto, who has been
Pakistan's chief delegate in the current Kashmir nego-

Laos:(%lieutralist commander Kong Le is showing
increasing Irritation over Communist pressure tactics
in Taos.

dom's recognition of Mongolia on 23 January is the
first by a West European state.
