Blas Roca, in a public address on 23 January,
praised the Venezuelan '"people' for their present
struggle against the Betancourt 'tyranny.'

"proletarian internationalism' and stated flatly that
"we shall continue to give our support, each day in
greater proportions, to the Venezuelan people.”
