Tito told Kennan on 14 March that Yugoslavia,
as a ''socialist state,' could not be indifferent toward
the Sino-Soviet dispute. Tito described the Chinese
position on war and coexistence as literally insane,

~ port Khrushchev. He also appeared convinced that ‘
Khrushchev is genuinely interested in composing dif -
ferences with the West, and that the latter's anti-
Western tone is designed to protect his flank against
"Stalinist critics.

Tito assured Kennan that Yugoslavia will not
enter into any military pacts with anyone, but did
not address himself to the possibility of some "less
formal arrangements" of military collaboration with
the USSR.
