Jordan: King Husayn in effect has assumed di-
rect control of the government and has imposed mil-
itary rule.

Husayn is convinced that the majority vote
against Prime Minister Rifai on 20 April was in
reality an indirect attack on himself and that it was
linked with the weekend's pro-Nasir disturbances. in
Jerusalem and other cities in West Jordan. He as-
serted in a meeting with the US and British ambas-
sadors early on 21 April that the time had come for
a showdown with his opponents. ‘

The cabinet he has appointed consists of only
eight members, three of whom are holdovers from
Rifai's cabinet. The designation of Husayn's great
uncle, the elderly and spiritless Sharif Husayn, as
prime minister clearly indicates the King will act
as his own prime minister. Both Rifai and his
former deputy premier have agreed to work behind
the scenes in assisting the new group.

Husayn's announcement on 21 April dissolving -

the Chamber of Deputies stated that general elections
for a new chamber would be held within the period

A separate protocol, however, provides for
Peiping--in "accordance with the desire’ of the
" Chinese--to pay off in advance its $320-million trade
debt to the USSR. This debt, which had been sched-
uled to be paid over four years (1962-65), will now
be paid before it is due; using in part the 1962 trade
balance accumulated in favor of China.

To meet annual long-term debt obligations to
the USSR, Peiping is required to maintain an export
surplus of about $180 million in trade with the Soviet
Union. The new protocol implies this surplus was
even larger in 1962, suggesting that Soviet exports

~ to China dropped drastically again last year while
Chinese exports probably declined less sharply.

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Indonesia: The militant, pro-Peiping faction
appears to have won substantial control of the Indo-
nesian Communist Party (PKI), according to the
Yugoslav ambassador to Djakarta. He said that the
Soviet ambassador to Indonesia was having consider-
able difficulty with the PKI and had been unsuccessful
in getting the party to print in its newspaper Khru-
shchev's long polemic inviting Mao to come to Moscow
to discuss ideological differences.

Since last fall, the party's pro-Peiping wing has
been making gains at the expense of the moderate
Moscow-oriented faction, led by chairman Aidit. The
visit of Chinese Communist chief of state Liu Shao-chi
to Indonesia this month gave further impetus to this
trend.

Although the party's international position appears

ever more strongly to favor Peiping, the PKI's domes-

tic tactics remain relatively unchanged. The mili-
tant faction, which formerly criticized Aidit for un-
necessarily accommodating party policy to the whims
