Castro, who first broached the subject of his
interest in visiting Switzerland to the Swiss ambassa-
dor on 21 April, made a second call on the ambassa-
dor shortly before leaving Cuba for the USSR on 26
April. Castro discussed Red Cross activities in Cuba
at length and said he would expect to visit International
Red Cross officials in Geneva.

Castro also told the Swiss ambassador that he
was thinking of extending his itinerary to include a visit
with Pope John.
