Although the precise cast of Khrushchev's speeches
undoubtedly will be influenced by his interpretation of
the President's remarks, it seems likely that the So-
viet premier will elaborate on his initial response to
President Kennedy's 10 June speech on US-Soviet re-
lations and the cold war. Khrushchev may believe
that an ostensibly constructive approach to East-West
relations, stressing the value of negotiations to ease
tensions, will provide his strongest platform for deal-
ing with the Chinese.

While it seems unlikely that Khrushchev will an-
nounce any major innovations in Soviet positions on a
German peace treaty and a Berlin settlement, it is
possible that he will expand his formula for United
Nations participation in new West Berlin arrangements
and indicate Soviet readiness to return to four-power
negotiations on these issues. He may calculate that :
a call for a new foreign ministers' conference, or even 25X1
a summit meeting, will complicate Western discusgions
on the creation of a NATO nuclear force. |
