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India: The ministerial changes announced by Nehru
on 24 August are intended to meet strong pressures for
a '"rejuvenation' of the Congress Party; effective power
remains in the hands of the same key leaders.

The changes, which will probably take effect after
Parliament adjourns, call for Home Minister Shastri,
Finance Minister Desai, and Food Minister Patil to
1€ave the cabinet. Shastri reportedly is to be named
party president, while Desai will assume an equally
influential position as chairman of the party's parlia-
mentary board. Food Minister Patil is expected to con-
centrate on fund raising and personnel work. Chief
ministers of the Indian states of Madras, Orissa, Kash-
mir, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and Bihar will
also relinquish their posts for party jobs.

The reassignment of responsibility probably will
not immediately affect Nehru's own political position or
upset the balance of power between Desai and Shastri,
who are the leading contenders to succeed him.
