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Egypt: Egypt appears to be approaching its most
severe economic crisis in recent years.

The fall months preceding the time when foreign
payments for the cotton crop are received are nor-
mally difficult for Egypt. Some $112.5 million made
available last year under an International Monetary
Fund stabilization program have been exhausted with-
out remedying the recurring balance of payments
crisis. USAID in Cairo believes that the Nasir re-
gime will again need extraordinary foreign assistance.

_

Cairo's policies have lowered the confidence of
the international financial community to an unprece-
dented low. While continuing its nationalization of
foreign property and business, the regime has indi-
cated that it may make even less effort to pay reason-
able compensation than in the past. It has frequently
been tardy in paying its short-term debts.

At the same time that Egypt has rejected foreign
advice to cut back on its overambitious economic de-
velopment program, it has been engaged in the costly
war in Yemen, has continued its other expensive ac-
tivities elsewhere in the Middle East, and has further
strained its resources by building up its missile and
jet aircraft programs. |
