President Karume and Foreign Minister Babu
personally arrested Chargé Picard at gunpoint and
publicly held him responsible for unflattering news
dispatches four American correspondents had at-
tempted to file. Earlier in the day Picard succeeded
in obtaining the release of the newsmen, who had been
detained after illegally entering the island. All five
Americans plus the only other remaining embassy of-
ficer are now under arrest.

Karume told Picard that the new government had
"broken. off whatever relations remained with the
United States,' and a few hours later he declared
Picard persona non grata. It is likely that other anti-
American and anti-Western moves will follow,

Regime leaders, who are attempting to consoli-
date their position, fear that the already completed
evacuation of all other Americans and nearly half the
400 British nationals will contribute to instability.
The British High Commissioner, who is attempting
to avert '"complete chaos,'' has insisted that British
expatriates who work in the Zanzibar Government
must remain at their jobs.

Despite Karume's nominal leadership of the new

regime, his lack of education and organizational abili-

ty will probably bring him increasingly under Babu's
influence.
