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Congo (Brazzaville): President Massamba-Debat's
regime appears seriously upset by the rioting in Braz-
zaville on 7 February by tribal supporters of former
President Youlou.

The armed forces suppressed the outbreak quickly
and inflicted a number of casualties, which will further
alienate the tribes. The regime has also mobilized
leftist youth ''vigilance' groups in defense of the "rev-
olution' even though it is clearly in no immediate
danger.

Accusations voiced by Massamba-Debat immedi-
ately after the rioting that "certain embassies' were
supporting "counterrevolutionary' activities indicate
a reawakening of suspicions entertained in official
circles last fall under similar circumstances about
the role of French and US personnel. The US Embassy
has reported several incidents which suggest that US
representatives may have been marked as a particular
target of hostility.

The affair has probably further enhanced the power
position of the army and seems likely to strengthen the
hand of the regime's leftist labor and youth leaders.

Cambodia: Prince Sihanouk is making a ma-
jor issue of the accidental strafing of a Cambodian
village by South Vietnamese planes on 4 February,
and has referred the incident to the Geneva cochair-
men--Britain and the USSR--as evidence of the ur-
gent need for international action to protect Cambo-
dian neutrality. He has also published his note to
the US Government, in which he describes the kill-
ing of five Cambodians in the attack as the latest
act by South Vietnam in an "'incessant and murder-
ous aggression against Cambodia.!
