Government business meanwhile is being handled
by a cabinet committee system. Minister without
Portfolio L. B. Shastri, who was brought in to handle
Nehru's routine responsibilities, is coming to domi-
nate the structure. He has assumed a strong role in
Parliament, has developed effective working relations
