The strike is placing severe strains on the ruling
coalition, which is dominated by conservative north-
erners, The leader of the coalition's junior partner,
the southern-based National Convention of Nigerian
Citizens (NCNC), has begun cautiously to take up the
workers' cause in the hope of attracting popular sup-
port in the national elections expected late this year.
Last week he announced that the NCNC had entered
an electoral alliance with the principal opposition
party, which has thrown its '"unqualified support' be-
hind the strikers.

An extended strike will probably benefit leftist
and pro-Communist labor leaders. Their political
position is weak, but they are already urging the
workers to unite to gain power and change the gov-
ernment,

The government, for its part, remains adamant,
and refuses to negotiate while the strike continues.
It has moved troops to key installations in Lagos, . - 25X1
the capital, and has issued a 48-hour back-to-work
ultimatum which expires today. |

The key portfolios of
home, finance, and defense remain in the same hands.

Both the extreme right and left have been excluded.
Shastri's chief rival for the prime ministership, Mo-
rarji Desai, also is out. Desai is said to have de-

The appointment of Nehru's daughter, Indira
Gandhi, is a token gesture toward the left in the bal-
anced cabinet, and also an effort to show that her
father's views will be carried on. Her rank as fourth
in the cabinet overshadows the relatively minor port-
folio of information and broadcasting she has been
assigned.

In a key substantive shift, the young and dynamic
former minister of steel, C. Subramaniam, has been
given the troublesome post of food and agriculture,
