This
majority includes the '"loyalists' who have been try-
ing to persuade President Shihab to serve a second
term. Shihab's backing indicates that army leaders
will support Hilu.

- Muslim support and presumably is not objectionable
to Nasir whose influence in ILebanon is strong.

Although Hilu is a Christian, as Lebanese polit-
ical tradition requires for the presidency, he has not
been the candidate favored by powerful Christian
leaders such as ex-president Shamun or the Maronite
Catholic Patriarch. However, Hilu is probably less
objectionable to these leaders than some other candi-
dates.
