The Communist's National Front for the Libera-
tion of South Vietnam yesterday urged its forces to
take the initiative while the '"US lackeys are tearing
each other to pieces.” The Front broadcast called
for stronger attacks in the countryside against gov-
ernment troops and strategic hamlets. It also
urged intensified agitation in the cities for ""demo-
cratic rights' and an end to the ""US aggressive' war.

US military advisers are worried that IV Corps
south of Saigon may be particularly vulnerable.
Troops from that area, who were involved in the
coup, are returning to their posts, but they are
believed to be tired and dispirited from the week-
end events. Their morale may suffer further from
the uncertain status of their commanders and the
probability of new command shifts.

In Saigon, Premier Khanh continues to be buf-
feted by demands from the public and the military.
Student groups have been calling for a widespread
purge of the government and the "construction of
a genuinely democratic regime." At the press con-
ference announcing the collapse of the coup, one
of Khanh's key military supporters read a resolu-
tion on behalf of several officers requesting the
elimination of ""rotten elements' in the army and
administration whose presence casts doubt on the
government's intentions. I

Tito's opposi-
tion to the conference stems from his fear that it
might inhibit the freedom of maneuver currently en-
joyed by Yugoslav and other Communist parties.
