Vatican-Hungary: On 15 September a limited
agreement between the Vatican and Hungary was
signed in Budapest. Pope Paul VI immediately an-
nounced the appointment of new bishops, who are ex-
pected to attend the Ecumenical Council now in session
in Rome. The partial accord, the first formal agree-
ment between the Vatican and a Communist state, is
a major step in the improvement of Vatican-Hungarian
relations.
