*¥Italy: The bitter presidential election has intensi-
fied sharp divisions within the Christian Democratic
Party (CD) and the coalition itself, and it is doubtful
whether the Moro government can long survive.

The victory of Social Democratic chief Giuseppe
Saragat on the 21st ballot and the failure of the CDs to
elect one of their own members to the presidency have
intensified factionalism within the CD., The party is
in complete disarray, as evidenced by the fact that
about a third of its electors refused to observe dis-
cipline and failed to vote for Saragat. An early ses-
sion of the party's national council is likely and a
complete reorganization of top leadership could re-
sult.

The Socialists (PSI), who may feel that their po-
sition is somewhat strengthened by Saragat's election,
will probably reconsider_their previous threat to with-
draw from the coalition.
