Neither Caamano's ''constitutionalist' regime
nor the loyalist ""Government of National Reconstruc-
tion" (GNR) headed by Antonio Imbert appears to
have progressed appreciably toward consolidating
political power yesterday. The results of the GNR
drive to win workers' confidence by paying back wages
appear minimal thus far. For their part, the rebels
reportedly were so fearful of getting a poor turnout
at a ''great mass rally" scheduled to take place in the
capital yesterday afternoon that they cancelled it
shortly before it was to begin.

Much of whatever public support that may have
been gained by the Imbert government as the result
of its 9 May retirement of eight discredited military
leaders probably will be withdrawn by its failure to
dislodge loyalist General Wessin. Despite earlier
indications that Wessin was planning to retire as of
yesterday, he told Imbert last night that he could not
""abandon his troops'' and would not step down until
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matters were settled with the Caamano forces. //
Wessin's continued presence can be expected to work 3

to the detriment of the Imbert government, since
Wessin has become the symbol to many Dominicans
of an entire way of life that they seek to change.

Yesterday's decision by the Organization of
American States (OAS) to give the previously estab-
lished five-nation committee the authority for setting
up an Inter-American Armed Force in the Dominican
Republic has now cleared the way for the force to
begin forming. Members of the OAS committee are
expected to return to Santo Domingo today. Although
no Latin American troop contingents have yet arrived
on Dominican soil, several countries evidently are
preparing to dispatch units shortly. | 25X1
