EDT) The rebel and loyalist governments have pre-
sented mutually unacceptable counterproposals to the
OAS formula for a solution to the crisis,

Each side, however, probably expects further
concessions to become necessary and the rebels in
particular are under strong internal pressure to facili-
tate an early solution to the two month-old crisis.

The rebel response reiterated the familiar con-
demnation of the US military intervention and the view
that the role of the OAS in the Dominican crisis has
been illegal. Two of the rebel demands would signifi-
cantly downgrade the position of the Inter-American
Peace Force (IAPF): the IAPF should be evacuated
within one month after the installation of a provisional
government, and the weapons now in the hands of "irre-
gular forces' should be turned over to the provisional
government rather than to the OAS, The rebels also
insist that all regular military personnel on the rebel
side, as well as those who were dismissed after the
September 1963 coup against Bosch, be reinstated in
their previous ranks.

The Imbert government informed the OAS commit-
tee that it too approved "in principle' the OAS formula,
In a statement issued yesterday afternoon, however,
Imbert insisted that his Government of National Recon-
struction has all the necessary attributes of a provi-
sional regime to govern the country until after elections.
There is no need, therefore, for the CAS to sponsor
the formation of a new provisional government, accord-
ing to Imbert.

The dissidents in the Kabylie region have adopted a
wait-and-see attitude.

Algerians abroad--students and emigrés in
France, Morocco, Britain, Egypt, and the USSR--have
continued to demonstrate in favor of Ben Bella.
