Rumanian Defense Minister Salajan countered by
saying that the Rumanian Army is subordinate to
the Rumanian Government, not to the pact, and that
any pact decision must be first accepted by the gov-

@alajan’s remarks suggest a rejection of the
Warsaw Pact chain of command established in 1955,
whereby he and the other East European defense
ministers are deputy commanders in chief of the
Joint Command and thus subject to Grechko's mil-
itary orders;

}_f}rechko encountered equally stiff opposition
from party First Secretary Ceausescu and President
Maurer. Grechko tried to convince them that Rumania
should obtain more and better military equipment to
bring its army up to Warsaw Pact standards. Ceausescu
and Maurer took the position that the army is adequately
equipped for its present defense needs, adding that
Rumanian industry would meet future needs as much

Nasir
presumably feels that the setbacks that followed the
recent withdrawal of Egyptian troops from outlying
areas of Yemen has sufficiently underlined the Numan

India-Pakistan: The agreement [scheduled to bé)
signed today on a cease-fire in the Rann of Kutch
is expected to lessen pressure on Prime Minister
Shastri to avenge India's setbacks in the Rann, and
to reduce tensions elsewhere along the two countries'
borders. Any negotiations for the drawing of the
boundary are likely to take several months, however,
and may yet give rise to further serious frictions.
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Hungary: The party and government changes
announced on 28 June will strengthen party leader
Kadar's hand in carrying out established policies by
downgrading additional Stalinist remnants in high
party positions and elevating younger party members
who have long supported him. Although Kadar relin-
quished the post of premier to his friend and long
time associate, Gyula Kallai, he retains full control
of the party mechanism and thus of the regime.
