area. Government losses were reported as 60 killed
and 35 wounded as against 56 Viet Cong killed.
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Communist Political Developments: According
to London press sources, President Nkrumah of
Ghana has beén invited to visit North Vietnam in his
personal capacity as President of Ghana, not as a

- representative of the Commonwealth Peace Mission.
If the visit materializes, Hanoi will probably seek to

- Air Strikes in North Viétnam: US aircraft con-
ducted numerous strikes on 15 July, inflicting con-
siderable damage on the Son La supply depot, on
military barracks at Dien Bien Phu, Ban Lot, and
Dong Cao Thon, and on the Van Yen military area.
Armed route reconnaissance missions destroyed or
damaged a number of barges, bridges, and trucks.

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*Greece: George Athanasiadis-Novas, the president of
the Greek parliament, has formed a new government as a
result of the ouster of Prime Minister Papandreou by King
Constantine.

In a confrontation with the King yesterday, Papandreou
continued to insist that Defense Minister Garoufalias be re-
moved and that he take over that post personally. The King's
counter offer to give Papandreou the ministry temporarily
was refused and the prime. minister stated his intention to
resign today. Without waiting for Papandreou's announce-
ment, the King called upon Athanasiadis-Novas to form a
new government. Several members of the new cabinet were
in the Papandreou government,

Athanasiadis-Novas, a member of the conservative
wing of Papandreou's Center Union Party, is a wealthy in-
tellectual, lacking muchof the characteristic political zeal
of Greek politicians. He has been in government service,
including cabinet posts, since 1926 and has been elected
to parliament in every election since 1950, serving com-
petently but without particular distinction.

Papandreou's resignation resulted in minor disturbances
in Athens yesterday but demonstrations have been banned and
the security situation appears to be under control. Both the
security forces and the army have been alerted.and two bat-
talions of troops have been moved into the capital] However,
the Communist-front United Democratic Left Party has
scheduled a. rally in support of Papandreou'today which could
result in new and more serious disturbances.

Meanwhile, Papandreou has issued a statement labeling
the new government a ''group of traitors’' and calling for
popular support to restore his regime.

These transports, which have been in danger of
early grounding for lack of spare parts, play an im-
portant role in Indonesia's anti-Malaysia campaign.

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Sudan: The Sudanese Government is showing in-
creasing signs of nervousness about the situation in
the south, where it believes well-armed rebels are
now a threat to major population centers.

In an effort to find a scapegoat for the deteriorat-
ing situation, Khartoum has in effect accused Sudan's
southern neighbors of assisting the rebel bands. Se-
vere security restrictions have been imposed through-
out the region and several Europeans have been arrested
for abetting the rebels. jKhartoum is also contemplat-
ing augmenting its police forces in the three provinces
bordering the south--a move that, combined with the
military campaign against the rebels, might impose
a considerable burden on Sudan’s economy.

The government’s increasing severity in dealing
with the southern dissidents has generally been well
received by the Moslem population in the north,
where harshness against southerners is usually wel-

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Uruguay: Uruguay's financial problems have
worsened sharply as the ruling Blanco party factions
and opposition Colorado Party members fight over
financing the supplementary budget.

This budget includes raises for government em-
ployees, whose salaries are over a month in arrears
and who threaten to strike three days per week if they
are not paid. The government has already exceeded
the legal limit on its credit with the central bank and
has no funds to pay them.

Politicians presently seem unwilling to budge
from highly partisan solutions to the mounting crisis
and President Beltran has vaguely threatened that

the government will adopt the "only position possible™
