Vietnamese and allied troops yesterday con-
cluded a major four-day ground operation in Binh
Duong Province, killing 81 Viet Cong, capturing
85, and seizing a quantity of enemy supplies. Allied
losses totaled 18 killed (17 US) and 80 wounded (58
US); there were no reports of Vietnamese casualties.
Meanwhile, 26 US B-52 Stratofortresses bombed a
suspected Viet Cong supply area a few miles further
south.

*India-Pakistan: (Information as of 4:30 AM EDT)

There has been little change in the basic military-
diplomatic situation.

The Indian Government yesterday issued a five-
page statement alleging 251 cease-fire violations in
the 20-day period since the truce was instituted. Few
of the charges appear new. The document warns that
these violations "have in them the seeds of escalation of
the conflict and need to be checked before it is too late.’
The statement and the warning it contains, however,
can probably be viewed as part of the groundwork for
future diplomatic maneuvers.

Indian press sources are alsd alleging that over
the past two weeks Pakistanis have been firing inter-
mittently across the East Pakistan border into the
Indian state of Assam. A dusk-to-dawn restriction on
the movement of persons has been imposed and civil
defense training has been intensified in one checkpost
area on the Indian side of the border. Both sides,
however, have thus far attempted to avoid serious
trouble in East Pakistan.

Several more persons were killed or wounded in
Srinagar, the major city in Indian Kashmir, on 11
October, according to press accounts. In addition,
a policeman and a civilian were wounded yesterday
when a handgrenade was thrown at a group of police
within the city. The Indian press reports that
Srinagar schools have been closed for three days.
Rioting by pro-Pakistani elements last weekend re-
sulted in a night-time curfew and the arrest of sev-
eral opposition political leaders. Indian authorities
can be expected to react quickly and harshly to
further disorders. [However, \ |

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In a conversation with Ambassador McConaughy
yesterday, Pakistani Foreign Secretary Aziz Ahmed
suggested that Pakistan was coming to the conclusion
that the UN was unable to preserve the cease-fire,
and accordingly Pakistan may have to fall back on its
own resources. As a result, Ahmed said, a number
of things may have to be done "which taken together
may lead {o escalation!! The Ambassador has noticed
a number of signs which may indicate the Pakistanis
may make important decisions around 15-16 October
and believes it prudent to anticipate a stiffer Paki-
stani response to Indian cease-fire violations. Itis
likely, however, that the Pakistani warning is
primarily intended to stimulate greater Western pres-
sure for a rapid solution to the Kashmir problem.

Ahmed also suggested that Pakistan anticipated
little effective action on this problem in the near
future within the UN and was again considering ac-
cepting the Soviet offer of its Y"good offices' in an
effort to resolve the issue. Pakistani officials have
raised this possibility with a number of diplomats
recently, but this gambit also probably represents a
Pakistani attempt to stir the US and UK into more
