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India-Pakistan: New violations of the cease-
fire line and contifiued anti-Indian demonstrations in
Kashmir are keeping tensions high in both India and
Pakistan.

Karachi and New Delhi have both alleged new
violations of the cease-fire line in the past 24 hours.
A UN observer in Pakistan reports that the cease-
fire has been maintained for only two 24-hour periods
since the two countries accepted the UN-ordered
truce on 22 September.

Demonstrations continued in the Kashmiri city
of Srinagar yesterday. Fifteen policemen reportedly
were injured in clashes with Moslem students demanding
a plebiscite for the disputed territory.

New Delhi claims that resistance by Pakistani-
infiltrators and their local supporters in the Jammu
area, south of Srinagar, has virtually ceased. [Indian
troops, however, continue their mopping-up operations
acainst scattered opposition. 25X
