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Rhodesia: |Moderates and militants within Rho-
desia’s ruling party are reported to be at odds over
concessions to the UK.

In contrast, rebel "Governor' Dupont told the
American consul in Salisbury that the Smith government
is willing to consider concessions on nearly all of Brit-
ish Prime Minister Wilson's terms. However, Smith
apparently still insists that the tribal chiefs should be
the major spokesmen in determining the Rhodesian Af-
ricans' acceptance of a negotiated settlement. The UK
presumably wants to include a wider sampling of African
opinion than that represented by the traditional chiefs.

Smith is said to be more popular than

ever within the country. He probably could survive
minor concessions to Britain so long as white Rhode-
sians retain political control. Even Smith, however, is
said to believe that Britain is under more pressure to
make concessions at this time than is Rhodesia.

African nationalist groups exiled in Zambia are trying
to increase their meager efforts at organized violence
within Rhodesia.

{ZANU) has been responsible for several isolated inci-
dents recently, and it is reportedly trying to organize
guerrilla teams in different sectors of the country.

Charles yesterday suspended the constitution, dis-
missed Premier Biha's government, and announced
that he would rule by decree. These moves should help
alleviate the governmental paralysis in Bujumbura caused
by the King's nine-month sojourn in Europe and by his
refusal to delegate authority to anyone inside the country.

The 19-year-old prince's chances of establishing
himself as an effective force will depend largely on his
ability to keep his freedom of maneuver in the atmos-
phere of tribal tension and factional intriguing which
has plagued Burundi since before independence.

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Iran: \The Shah has affirmed to US Ambassador
Meyer his intention to obtain a limited amount of mili-
tary equipment from the USSR and has indicated that
preliminary discussions have already been held with
Soviet representatives. He told the ambassador on 7
July that his problem was one of foreign exchange
caused primarily by the Western oil consortium's fail-
ure to meet his demands for increased revenue from
oil sales. These demands have been somewhat un-
realistic in view of the world petroleum situation.
The Shah said further that if the US reacted by holding 25X1
up its planned supply of military equipment, Iran would
procure it elsewhere.
