En the past three days a former cabinet minister
was assassinated, three sons of ex-premier Makkawi
were killed when their home was bombed, and two
men were trampled to death at the sons' funeral. Aden
is now in the grip of a general strike and is tensely
waiting for the next terrorist act}

EI‘hese incidents may be connected with the feud
between the two main terrorist groups vying for
Egyptian support and political hegemony in Aden fol-
lowing the withdrawal of the British in 1968. Both
Makkawi and the cabinet minister were active sup-
porters of FLOSY, the Egyptian-backed Front for
the Liberation of Occupied South Yemen. British
authorities believe these incidents were carried out
by the rival National Liberation Front, which FLOSY
displaced in Egyptian favor. FLOSY will be obliged
to retaliate

[i\/[eanwhile, across the border in Yemen several
hundred members of a FLOSY 'liberation army''have
appeared in uniformin Taizz. These men are prob-
ably part of a large group sent to Egypt for training
last fall. The public appearance of these allegedly
elite corps of South Arabian nationalists comes on
the heels of Nasir's speech of 22 February, in which
he referred to building up "an army of revolutionaries
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Latin America: fAs many as four presidents may
not attend the inter- American summit meeting, sched-
uled for 12-14 April.]

[Haitian President Duvalier reportedly told a high
government official that "under no circumstances'
would he attend the meeting.
