Z'Biri, a guerrilla
leader during the revolution, has for some time been
considered the most likely rival to Boumediene.

7Z'Biri has been tactically aligned with a leftist
faction within the government and retains ties with other
former guerrilla chiefs who are opposed to the clique
surrounding Boumediene. The clique includes profes-
sional army officers and former members of the so-
called "army of the exterior' which spent most of the
war years in Tunisia and Morocco. It is not yet clear
that Z'Biri's following extends beyond eastern Algeria.

The success of Z'Biri's "rebellion' will depend
to a large extent on his ability to gain support from key
military leaders elsewhere, particularly the com-
mander of the pivotal First (Algiers) Military Region
whose loyalty to Boumediene has been questioned.

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Yugoslavia: Several high-ranking officials may be
ousted soon for obstructing Yugoslavia's liberal economic
and party reforms.

The conservatives appear to have become more
assertive in recent weeks and are capitalizing on
Tito's concern about the Arab-Israeli war and the
military coup in Greece. They have attempted to dis-
credit the reformers by linking some of their leaders
to foreign intelligence services, thus playing on Tito's
fears of an imperialist plot against his regime.

Proreform elements have recently been conducting
a press campaign against the conservative '"political
underground' and may have persuaded Tito to strike
against it before it can regain more of its former
power. The removal of a few conservatives from the
leadership is unlikely to end the struggle between the
two wings of the party, which probably will persist for
some time,

Congo: Efforts to evacuate the Schramme merce-
naries and Katangans from Rwanda are moving ahead
despite Mobutu's demand that the mercenaries be
extradited to the Congo. French and Belgian commer-
cial aircraft are in Rwanda or will soon arrive there to

pick up mercenaries of those nationalities. There is

some chance that the French and Belgian communities
in the Congo will suffer reprisals if the mercenaries
are repatriated. Mobutu is still willing to let the
Katangan troops be evacuated to Zambia, but this part
of the operation is stalled until the Zambians receive
what they consider a firm request from Kinshasa.
