ATHENS TO CLARIFY ITS VIEWS ON A PARTIAL RESHUFFLE-
WHICH HE SEEMS WILLING TO CARRY OUT BEFORE THE END
OF THIS MONTH. HOWEVER- THE ARCHBISHOP REMAINS
