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CAMBODIA: The situation at Kompong Cham has
stabilized for the moment., The Khmer Communists
continue to shell the city, but government units
over the weekend recaptured several positions in the
outskirts and withstood Communist counterattacks. A
Mekong River convoy carrying supplies and 150 rein-
forcements arrived at the provincial capital on 8
September. Over 1,000 additional reinforcements are
aboard another convoy scheduled to reach Kompong
Cham early today. Government commanders are planning
to launch counterattacks once these troops are avail-

able.

Elsewhere, Cambodian Army forces have begun mov-
ing against insurgent units holding a stretch of
Route 5 some 35 miles north of Phnom Penh, but the
highway remains closed. Route 4 al'so remains cut
near the village of Ang Snuol, 15 miles west of
Phnom Penh. Government commanders intend to use
fresh troops to spearhead the clearing operation
along Route 4. On the opposite side of Phnom Penh,
efforts are planned to relieve isolated government
positions in and around the village of Vihear Suor.
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SUDAN: President Numayri appears to be succeed-
ing in his efforts to restore order. From all indi-
cations, the disturbances and strike activity that
have shaken the government over the past two weeks
are winding down.

In order to ease tensions, Numayri yesterday
ended the state of emergency that had been in effect
since 5 September. In a speech to the nation, he
outlined a program to restore normal conditions.

Since his return to Sudan Friday after cutting
short his attendance at the nonaligned conference,
Numayri has used carrot-and-stick tactics with the
various elements of his political opposition. His
remarks to youth groups were conciliatory toward
students whose anti-government demonstrations sparked
the disturbances. In talks to army units, however,
he vowed to crack down on Muslim Brothers and Com-
munists who abetted the students.

The anti-government union leaders' latest ef-
forts to mount a general strike have failed. The
situation with respect to the strike of the key
Railway Workers Union, which threatened to cripple
commercial activity, is still confused, however.

Moreover, some recalcitrant rallway workers are
believed to have sabotaged rail lines.

Khartoum appears to be returning to normal,
and many armored cars seen previously at strategic
points have been withdrawn.
