SWAPO i
now wants to shift thousands of guerrillas from Angola 25X1
and Zambia to Namibia in order to set up five new bases '
that would remain intact--under UN monitoring--throughout
the transition.

On Tuesday night, according to the South African
military command, about 250 SWAPO guerrillas attacked a
South African military base more than 10 kilometers in-
side Namibia. The attack may have been intended to :

Iran

According to late press reports, the Iranian Govern-
ment this morning executed four generals who had been
prominent figures under the Sshah. Those executed were:
Nematollah Nassiri, a former chief of SAVAK; Manuchehr
Khosrodad, an Army Aviation Commander; Mehdi Rahimi,
formerly the Martial Law Commander of Tehran; and Martial
Law Commancer Naji, of the central Iranian province of
Isfahan. The four men were reportedly executed by firing
squad at_Avatollah Khomeini's headquarters in south
Tehran.

Pakistan

Former Prime Minister Bhutto was granted a stay of
execution Wednesday when the Supreme Court agreed to al-
low his lawyers more time to prepare a review petition,
according to the US Embassy in Islamabad. Bhutto will
remain in Rawalpindi jail until a formal hearing on the
petition, now set for 24 February. President 7Zia still
vows that he will "carry out the law."

French Premier Barre's wvisit to Canada appears to
have been a success, according to the US Embassy in
Ottawa. The Canadians were pleased that Barre adhered
to the "non-intervention but non-indifference" policy
in regard to Quebec, and they feel that this attitude
has given implicit support to the federal government's
position on separation. Prime Minister Trudeau told
the House of Commons that the visit "met all our hopes”
and the Embassy concludes that there is now a base for
significant improvement in French-Canadian relations.
