developments in the paramilitary field, in national level policy reviews,

in improvements of staffing Defense support, and in some of the more
sensitive aspects of our Intelligence reorganization, | |has
been quietly and constructively effective, for long hours daily, and has
made notable contributions. He has earned a marked place in the
esteem of top echelons in the Defense establishment, for his integrity
and his thorough analysis of problem areas.

The results, in terms of teamwork between CIA and Defense,
indicate that he must have been working in the same quiet and effective
manner within CIA as he has within Defense.
