Dear Allent

I have been reading with great interest the collec-
tion of first-cless essays on arms control edited by Louls
Henkin and published by the American Assembly of Columbla
Unlversity a few weeks ago. The military asset which the
Soviets possess in the form of their closed society and
internal security ls referred GO in several places. It
reminded me that I have always peen puzzlied as to how one
could equate a concession in weapons or nwabers on our part

- to compensate the Soviets for the desradation of this agget
through inspection 1f gerious disarmament negotiations ever
eventuated.

This led me to a further thought, which I assume 1s
not oripinal, but which I think should be fully explored
and exploited to an extent beyond anything to my knowledge
now being done. The thought rests on the simple theory
that you can kill a cat by choking 1t to dgeath wilith cream
as well as by starving it. Surely the Sovlet intelligence
collection end estimating apparatus operates with a wealth
of material on the United States military establishment and
intentions by reason of our open society, free press and
national lack of discipline. would it not be in our interest
caleulatedly to increase greatly the volume of thils raw
material through a long-term intensive campaign of plants?
Maybe the present flow of information made unintentionally
avallable Tor the Soviets is already sufficlent to keep
their computers red hot and seriously overload and overwork
the members of the Soviet board of national estimates or
