Dear Mr. Dulles:

During a recent discussion of the Intelligence work being
done in support of the CONAD command mission, it was brought to
my attention that the military members of the Intelligence
Advisory Committee are relatively new to their Jobs and that
the committee, as a whole, has never visited this command.

As you can appreciate, Intelligence is of utmost importance
in the air defense situation with which we are now faced. It
would be, in my opinion, very worthwhile if you and the Intelli-
gence Advisory Committee, representing as you do the highest
Intelligence level in this country, could find time to visit
this headquarters, receive our command briefing, and discuss with
me and members of my staff our specific Intelligence problems
and what might be done to solve them. Such members of your staff
whom you may desire to have accompany you would also be welcome.

An early November date for such a visit would be most
agreeable to us; however, we would make every effort to accommo-
date ourselves to any date which would be most convenient to you.

Would you please let me have your reaction to this proposal
and if your reaction is favorable would you please place this
idea before the IAC for their consideration. It is suggested
that you might like to combine such a visit with a visit to the
Strategic Air Command and I would be most happy to discuss this
matter with General LeMay should you so desire.
