SUBJRECT: Improvement of Internsl Security of Latin Awerica sgalnst

1. In the light of the increased Communist attention to Latin Americe
and the increesing evidence of Cormunist activity in the area, it is im-
portent, in our national interest, that we endeavor to strengthen the se-
curity of the area sgainst Communist operstions. ln view of the wide inilue-
ence and importance of the locel armies in security, inbtelligence; and police
functions in Lavin Americe, and the close U. S. Army assoclatlon therewith,
it would eppear incumbent upon the United States Army to take the inib iablve
in establishing messures within the military forces in these countries %o

 increase the effectivencss of their operations egeinst Communist penetretion

end subversion. It is, of course, patently evident that anti-Commwist
neagures in the Western Hemisphere must be initiated on an hemispheric besis
and not with & country-by-country approach.

2. As the Director in CACSI for seccurity matiers, I desire that you
develop & comprehensive program o0 assist sppropriste agencies In Laibin
Americe to esteblish an effective internal security egainst Communist pene-
tration and subversion.

3. While primery enphasis should be given to the training end strengthen-
ing of Army elements in counterintelligence snd internal security, it is ime
vortant that your program be developed on a joint concept to include Army,
Navy, apnd Air Porce es well es pelice and secret police invelvement which
necessivates your coordipetion with our own appropriate nstionzl agencies
having cognizance thereof.

L. Implementmtion of your Latin American Security Program should be
launched through the mechapism of the Joint Chiefs of Staff and should be
introduced therein by the Army per agreement in the USIB meeting 20 January

1959, Department of State; CIA ard FBl should be kept informed in detail of
LUy planring gnd achions in this field,

5. In the development of your program, J desire thet you glve considera-
tion to the following,

& Barly establishment of e training capebility to insure thorough,

CONFIDERTIAL
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effective training of the maxirum fessible nuwber of Latin American pérsonnel
by competent and expert lnstructors qualified to temch in the required
languages and possessing real understanding of Letin Americen mentelities.

b. The early esteblishment of & DA FAST Program for Letin America.

c. Immediate establishment of a mechenism as well as the develop-
ment of inducement for the egppropriate exchange of informetion, between all
the countries of the Western Hemispbere, on Commmnist personalities, tech-
nigues, plens, objectives, and operations in Latin America.

d. Measures Yo induce cohesive and concerted effort by all Latin
Amerlean countries sageinst the common enemy of the Comminist threat in vhe
field of imternel securlty. Im this connection I invite your attention %o
the possible adventage of involving the IADB in the Latin American seccurity
pProgram.

€. The necessity for effective interception and monitoring of Come
mnist communicetions imbto and within lLetin Americs.
