Additional technicians
are also en route.

"Requests for volunteers for Cuba have been noted in the
communications of the G5F G and Soviet air units both in
Hungary and Poland. Additional military specialists would
be required, not only to train Cuban personnel in the use of
newly arrived equipment, but also to man and maintain the
more sophisticated weapons and electronic equipment for an
interim period while the Cuban armed forces become profi-
cient in their use. A recruitment campaign for ''volunteers"
could, in addition, serve troop indoctrination purposes.
