In view of the President's interest in this subject, you might
also Ble to know that in 196! we presented certificates of service
for ten years {or more) t |employe'en. This was the first
year tnat we presented longevity awards to our people. In 1962 the
Agency celebrated its 15th birthday, as the legislative date of our
creation as an Agency in the Executive Branch of the Government
dates from September 1947. That year we presented certificates
for 15 years service to[____ |employees, and another
employees had completed their tan years service and received
certificates. I think this is quite a remarkable indicaiion of the
depth of experience in tne Agency and, as you well know, experience
is an invaluable factor in intelligence work.
