Also, we should reiterate our
position that the associate, as well as the
manner and the degree in which he will be
associated 1is acceptable to Harrison & Abram=-
ovitz.

d., Harrison & Abramovitz would prefer to super-
vise construction. This is contrary to G3A
normal procedures. Would GSA agree to this?
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
