I return herewith the letter to the President from Kli Gingberg
with the enclosed articie by Nathaniel Peffer from the December 1956
isgue of the Political Science Quarterly, I have known Nat Peffer
weil and have always (ound him a pungent writer on Far Sastern
affairs. He rather likes to provoke debate by provocative statements
but is a serious student of the subject.

The author's historical analysis is essentially sound. I believe
his economie forecasts are somewhat too pessimistic from the Red
Chinese viewpoint in implying that it will be decades bsfore China is
a significant world power by itself. It is our estimate that in some
ten years from now, China will be contesting with England, West
Germany and Japan for the title of the world's third most important
industrial power. In fact, I believe China is to be taken somewhat
mare seriously than Nat Peffsr would suggest. The policy considera-
tions in his article are for others to pass upon,
