SUBJECT: The Philippine Elections

i. The election of Carlos P. Garcia as Philippine President
on 12 November demonstrated the consoldation of his centrol of the
Nacionalista Party (NP) as well as the governmental miachinery.
Although Garcia's running mate for the vice-presidency, Jose E.
Laarel, Jr., was defeated, the Nacionalista Party captured six of
eight Senate seate and approximately eighty-four of one-hundred-two
lower house seats.

2, The Nacionalista lamdsiide victory prebahly is less signifi-
cant than the emergence of a popular third perty in Philippine political
iife. Garcia himself polled less than 41% of the total vote as shown on
the attachwment hereto. Manuel Manahan, presidential candidate of the
newly formed Progressive Party of the Philippines {PPP), polled an
impressive 21% of the vote in his first campsaign for elective office,
it is clear, therefore, that while the Naclonalista Party's well-
established reachinery carried the day, a significant vote was registered
in opposgition to both established parties, the Nacionalistas and the
iibersals,

3. The election of Dicadado Macapagal of the Liberal Party
{L.P) aa vice president to serve with President Carcia resulted froo:
widespread dislike for Laurel, Jr., on moral as well as political
grounds. seantor Claro M. Hecto, an outspoken critic of U, 3,
policied In Aaia, also suffered a damaging defeat in the 12 Noven.ber
elections,
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4. President Carcia has stated that he will continue the basic
foreign and don:estic pulicies of Mageaysay particularly with respect
to maintaining close ties with the United States. He ia not expected,
however, to prove as strong a foe of corruption in government as was
Magsaysay. Preaident Garcis bas indicated a desire to visit Washington
early in 1858 at which tinme he n.ay seek financial aid for the faltering
Philippine economy,
