In connaction with the NSC discussion last week with regard
to the future of democrncy in the newly emerging states of the world,
you might possibly be interested in reading a remarkable letter which
Macaulay wrote just over 3 hundred years agoe to a friend of his in
New York, making dire predictions about the future of our own free
institutions and containing the picturesque phrase that "Your Con-
stitution is all sail and no anchor.”

The fallacy of Macaulay's long range judgment with regard to
us has been fairly well demonstrated and {t might fustify us in long
range optimism for other less happily situated countries but I fear
that there will be a conuniderable period during which the Macaulay
theory will raise its ugly head in many parts of Agia and Africa and
even Latin Amsrica,
