The Nationalists gave Chang a special
$2,000 reward. commissioned him a full
colone! in their own army, made him
deputy chief of staff of an antiaircraft
artillery command. Alter all, Chang had
left behind on the mainland his parents,
wife and five-year-old son, and their fate
was not likely to be pleasant. Any doubts
the Nationalists may have had about
Chang’s sincerity were casily outweighed
by the propaganda value of his defection.
