I'm
leaving Thursdgy for Europe (world conﬁress of the Inter-—
national Confederation of Free Tradegg Ynions and, perhaps,
Wargsaw if I can get a visa) but I should be back bgfore
Christmas.

Last night, Professor Roberts of Columbia Univ-
erslty told me that your agency was making available un-
classified material dealing with Poviet economic develop—
ments., Apparently, there is a mailing list one can get on
and if it's possible, I would appreciate receiving this

' material,

Lastly, your Legion speech lastf August, the
taxt of which I have Jjust seen was excellent, particularly
the paragraphs dealing with "fraternal exchange" between
free and Communist labor groups. The ICFTU congress will be
dealing precisely with this issue at its meetings next month.
