Mr. Critchfield to explore with you our related interests in a number
of activities in areas outside of the framework of our present coop«
ergtion in the production of intelligence. In this connection,

Mr. Critchfield discussed with me your views on certain activities
and I have instructed him to pass on to you my thoughts on these matters.

Sometime during the next few months I hope to have the opportunity
again to be in Burope and to discuss personally with you & number of
metiers of Jjoint interest.
