of an operational nsture, could be made available to G2 on & more
definite and contiming basisa,

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MEMORANDUM FPOR: Chairmen, Intelligence Advisory Committee
BUBJECT: Study of Anti-Communist Resistance and Resistance Potential

1. There hae been an increase in the requirements for intelligence

on anti-Communist resistance end resistance potential in the U,8.8.R.
and the Soviet satellite countries. The importance of the subject,
already long recognized, has been brought into sherp focus by recent
events in the Puropean satellite ares.

2. Pully detailed intelligence on the subject is urgently needed
by the Army as a basis for planning. It is belleved that this intelll-
gence 1g also of immediste usefulness to other agencies of the Govern-
ment.

3. The breadth of the subject and the diversity of the sources of
information meke it appear that the subject can be covered setisfac-
torily only with the full resocurces of the Intelligence Advisory
Comtttee,

k., It is recommended that ithe Intelligence Advisory Committee
establish an ad hoc group to survey enti-Communist movements and
resistance potential in the Soviet bloe, ineluding the Bast European
satellites and Communist China; it is further recammended that the
mission of such a committee be a completed study on current re-
sistance trends, with a suggested target date of First Quarter, 1954.
