-Agency was represented at the meeting by Mr. Theodore Babbitt,

on Soviet jamming operations and techniques tirough the coordinated
use of the facilities of U.S. Departments and Agencies,

It was agreed that under the prdvi;ions of NSC-4 primary
responsibility for gathering and collating such intelligence should
rest with the Central Intelligence Agency. - : S -
