Dear Congressman Serivaner:

In rerly to your letisr of July 30th, I shall try to give you some
anawers to the two questions you propound.

The first, as regerds the proposed UR building, any building on this
particular site would not inpair our national security even though movements
and activities at the Brooklyn Navy Yard gculd be observed. Such a bullding
would not offer any batter observstion point than that obtainable by any
person walking aoroas Brosklyn Bridge, or taking an East River ferry, or even
walking along the dock or river front in lower Manhattan opposite the Ravy
Ysrd. This does not take into aceount, of sourse, any infiltration or pene-
tration that may be made inito the Navy Yard workmen themsclves which esuld
be done rezardless of whathar or not the UR buildinrs were built,

In answer to your second question, I cannot give you an exact numbar of
Communists now with UNESCO inasmuch as thelr personnsl fipures vary from
month to month. However, I ean say thal the elerieal and professionsl staffa
of UNESCO are mors completely shot through with Communistis and Comaunist
gympathizers than any other international alphabetical organization. I should
say that a eonaservative statement would be that eighty pe=r cent, of the
elerical and professional staffs of UNRSCO would come under these headings.
Some of the lesding offielals of UNESCO also have long had reputations of
"pinko-leanings,” and, of gourse, that has facilitated the penetrstion by
Communists and thelr sympathizers in the working staff. All the interna-
tional alphabstical organizations have some much gympathizers although UNESCO
is by far the worst. This happens because jobs are given out in thege
organizations, not to citizens of any one eocuntry, but are divided up among
the cltizens of all countries reprezsnted in the organizations. Naturally,
the Russiens and the satellite states put their own asynpathizers in the joba
alloted to thelr own countiries.
