1. The purpose of this letter is to extend a cordial invitation for
you to participate in an Intelligence Day at the Army's Command and
General Staff College, Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, on 22 March 1976.

2. The Intelligence Day program was initiated in 1975 to provide the
students, staff, and faculty, an insight into the objectives, capabil-
ities, and activities of the National, Defense, and Army Intelligence
Communities. Last year, Intelligence Days were held at the Command
and General Staff College and at the Army's Combat Arms Schools. The
program is designed to contribute materially to the Army's improvement
of its combat readiness and capabilities through a greatly expanded
use of intelligence at all echelons., These students--1,000 are attend-
ing this year's course at Leavenworth--are the future leaders of the
US Army. Intelligence Day provides them an awareness of the growing

weapon systems.
