However, if you prefer a shorter lecture with more
time for questions, this is agreeable. We hope you will be able to
remain with us for an additional discussion with a representative
group from the participants. If you find it convenient, we shall be
honored to have you as our guest at a luncheon.
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Lectures and other presentations, as well as questions and answers,
customarily are not recorded or transcribed, and never without the
express wish of the speaker. Our practice in this matter is dictated
both by the need for operational economics and by our long-established
policy of nonattribution which enables our speakers to bear in mind
that recordings or transcriptions, if made, may be subject to the
public disclosure provisions of the Freedom of Information Act, as
amended by Public Law 93-502.
