You typlfy one aspest of the col-
1setive responaibility for national defense of the
Ansvican people, whose confidence and calm Judguent
i3 necedsexy if the power of the United States is to

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Whether or not the General actually used these rara raphs
in his talk would appear to be immaterial, #ince he prepared
the notes and these two statements therefore reflect his per—
scnal opinion of Squadron A.

I think you may also feel perfectly free to use the quo-
tation which you and Judge licCook recall, "From my observation:
during the war, the pen of Squadron 4 are not only gentlamen,
but they meet the hirhest military requirements any leadsr in
command may expect". These may not have been his exeot words,
but I do recall that he commented favorably on the wer racerd
of the 10ist Mechanirved Cavalry Recornalsssnce Squsdron.
