him know the type and rank of person whom we desired, he would make
every effort to fill cur needs, but would like to do so at the saue
time without disrupting his own organisation,

2. I told Admiral Johnson that I thought his position was
wholly reasonable and that I would make arrangements so Lhal we
would talk with him or anybody in his offfce whom he might designate
before making further requests for naned individuals.

3, I have mentioned the foregoing to the DI who entirely
concurs, At your convenience, I would appreciate it 1f you would
speak to me mbout this matier so we can work out the machinery. 1
am sure that Admiral Johnson wiil "play ball" with us and that we
will get the best we need by following the proposed procedurge of
course there 33 no reason why, in informal eonversation with ONI,
we should not indicate the type and even the individual we would
like in case he was avalilable,
